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from the beginning And from ancient times things
which have not been done, Saying, "My purpose will
be established, And I will accomplish all My good
pleasure.

(e) God is the only God

Isa 44:6 Thus says the LORD, the King of Israel
And his Redeemer, the LORD of hosts: "I am the
first and I am the last, And there is no God be
sides Me."

Isa 45:21-22 Declare and set forth (your case;)
Indeed, let them consult together. Who has announ
ced this from of old? Who has long since declared
it? Is it not I, the LORD? And there is no other
God besides Me, A righteous God and a Savior;
There is none except Me. Turn to Me, and be
saved, all the ends of the earth; For I am God,
and there is no other.

(2) Propositions concerning other beings

The Scriptures affirm a number of propositions
concerning beings other than God. These beings
include both personal and nonpersonal beings.
Personal beings include angelic and demonic beings
and human beings. Nonpersonal beings include
animate and inanimate beings.

(a) Propositions concerning angelic and demonic beings

(1] Angelic and demonic beings are spirits

This means they are personal and incorporeal.

Job 1:8-12 And the LORD said to Satan, "Have you
considered My servant Job? For there is no one
like him on the earth, a blameless and upright
man, fearing God and turning away from evil."
Then Satan answered the LORD, "Does Job fear God

for nothing? Hast Thou not made a hedge about him
and his house and all that he has, on every side?
Thou hast blessed the work of his hands, and his

possessions have increased in the land. But put
forth Thy hand now and touch all that he has; he
will surely curse Thee to Thy face."
Then the LORD said to Satan, "Behold, all that

he has is in your power, only do not put forth

your hand on him." So Satan departed from the

presence of the LORD.
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
