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ROM 2:27 And will not he who is physically uncircumcised, 1f he keeps the Law,
will he not judge you who though having the letter of the Law and clrcumcision

are a transgressor of the Law?

ROM 2:28 For he 1is not a Jew who s one outwardly; neither 1s clrcumcislon
that whlch i3 outward in the flesh.

ROM 2:29 But he is a Jew who is one inwardly; and clrcumcision is that which
Is of the heart, by the Spirit, not by the letter; and his pralse is not from
men, but from God.

ROM 3:9 what then? Are we better than they? Not at all; for we have already
charged that both Jews and Greeks are all under sin;

ROM 3:10 as it is written, "There 1s none righteous, not even one;
ROM 3:11 There 1s none who understands, There 1s none who seeks for God;

ROM 3:12 All have turned aside, together they have become useless; There lis
none who does good, There ls not even one. "

ROM 3:13 "Their throat 1s an open grave, With their tongues they keep
decelving," "The polson of asps 1s under their 1lips";

ROM 3:14 "wWhose mouth is full of cursing and bitterness";
ROM 3:15 "Thelr feet are swift to shed blood,

ROM 3:16 Destruction and misery are in thelr paths,

ROM 3:17 And the path of peace have they not known. "
ROM 3:18 "There is no fear of God before their eyes."

ROM 3:19 Now we know that whatever the Law says, It speaks to those who are
under the Law, that every mouth may be closed, and all the world may become

accountable to God;

ROM 3:20 because by the works of the Law no flesh will be justified in His
sight; for through the Law comes the knowledge of sin.

ROM 12:1 I urée you therefore, brethren, by the mercles of God, to present
your bodies a llving and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which Is your
spiritual service of worship.

ROM 12:2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the
renewing of your mind, that you may prove what the will of God is, that which

i1s good and acceptable and perfect.

ROM 12:17 Never pay back evil for evil to anyone. Respect what s right In the
sight of all men.

ROM 12:18 If possible, so far as it depends on you, be at peace with all men.

ROM 12:19 Never take your own revenge, beloved, but leave room for the wrath
of God, for it 1s written, "Vengeance is Mine, I will repay," says the Lord.
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
