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1dols of gold and of sllver and of brass and of stone and of wood, which can
neither see nor hear nor walk;

REV 9:21 and they did not repent of their murders nor of their sorceries nor
of their Immorality nor of thelr thefts.

REV 14:9 And another angel, a third one, followed them, saylng with a loud
volce, "If anyone worships the beast and hls lmage, and recelves a mark on hlis

forehead or upon his hand,

REV 14:10 he also will drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is mixed
in full strength in the cup of His anger; and he will be tormented with flre
and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels and in the presence of the

Lam.

REV 14:11 "And the smoke of thelr torment goes up forever and ever; and they
have no rest day and nlght, those who worshlp the beast and his Image, and
whoever receives the mark of his name."

REV 16:10 And the flfth angel poured out his bowl upon the throne of the
beast; and his kingdom became darkened; and they gnawed their tongues because

of paln,

REV 16:11 and they blasphemed the God of heaven because of thelr pains and
thelr sores; and they dld not repent of their deeds.

REV 21:8 "But for the cowardly and unbelieving and abominable and murderers
and immoral persons and sorcerers and ldolaters and all llars, their part will
be in the lake that burns with fire and brimstone, which is the second death."

REV 21:27 and nothing unclean and no one who practices abomination and lyling,
shall ever come into it, but only those whose names are written in the Lamb's

book of llife.

REV 22:14 Blessed are those who wash their robes, that they may have the right
to the tree of life, and may enter by the gates into the clty.

REV 22:15 outside are the dogs and the sorcerers and the immoral persons and
the murderers and the ldolaters, and everyone who loves and practlices lying.
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
